Reynolds shows how 
the colonisation of the north, beginning in 1861, was a very 
different venture to settlement in the south, and argues that 
it provides profoundly important lessons for the world we 
live in today.

to people conducting more planned burns. If the response to the increased fire risk from climate change is 
to increase the frequency of planned burning, that too will have an impact on plants that require a minimum 
amount of time between fires to reproduce.

Immediately after the 2019–2020 fires, the drought broke, leading to an enormous amount of vegetation 
regrowth in a lot of places. But in places that were severely burnt, like some alpine ecosystems in the 
Australian Capital Territory, it was many months before they started to look like they were going to recover.  
My expectation is that while visual recovery will happen in a lot of places, the longer-term impacts will depend 
on what the history was before the fire, including the number of fires in that location in the past. We’ll end up 
with a mosaic of recovery that reflects the site history.

As we enter this era of altered fire behaviour and increased risk of mega-fires, there will be a cumulative 
impact on some of these ecosystems and they will have less time to recover. Vast areas were burnt in 
2019–2020. Some plants and animals in those areas need 15–20 or more years between fires to recover 
properly. That means there’s a window of time – this decade and into the next – when we have enormous 
areas of south-eastern Australia that are going to be highly vulnerable to big impacts if they burn again. Fire 
management needs to be very cognisant of which areas were burnt and how to keep fire out of them for the 
next decade or so. ■

the key representing the right of return for refugees, the 
Dome of the Rock, and the Palestinian flag. These dresses 
and the act of embroidering them continue to represent 
Palestinian women’s agency over their bodies, voices and 
political participation.

With the growing recognition of embroidery’s importance 
to Palestinian culture and heritage, many efforts are being 
taken to preserve it. Institutions and individuals in Palestine 
and the diaspora have collected Palestinian embroidered 
dresses and textile artefacts for preservation and 
education; most notably the late Hind al-Husseini, Widad 
Kawar, Hanan Munayyer, Maha Saca, Yasser Barakat 
and George Al-Ama. Social enterprises and organisations 
continue working with Palestinian refugees in Palestine, 
Jordan and Lebanon to create hand-embroidered 
items for sale.

hand-embroidered dresses and machine-embroidered 
modern interpretations of Palestinian dresses. Others 
design Western-style clothing decorated with traditional 
Palestinian embroidery. 

Palestinian embroidery has become common to wear for 
wedding celebrations, henna parties and engagements. 
In addition, there are modern recreations of traditional 
belts and headdresses, a decorative nod to Palestinian 
heritage. Social media and access to more information 
about Palestinian embroidery has created a revival and 
greater interest in the practice. As a result, Palestinians 
in the diaspora and others interested in Palestinian 
embroidery are learning to cross stitch and sew their own 
embroidered dresses, bringing back the personalised 
expression of Palestinian identity and fostering a sense 
of community.

2 small cucumbers  

(or half a large one)
½ bunch radishes
4 spring onions
1 bunch flat-leaf parsley
½ bunch of mint
2 pitta bread
150ml olive oil
50ml red wine vinegar
1 tbsp sumac 

(p. 162)
Salt

1. Preheat oven to 150°C (gas mark 5).
2. Remove the leaves from the parsley and mint and roughly chop.
3. Slice the lettuces into strips, cut the cherry tomatoes in two vertically (or 

dice if using normal size tomatoes), slice the radishes and spring onions 
into rings and the unpeeled cucumbers into semi-circles.

4. Using scissors, cut the bread into 2cm-wide squares, separate the two 
sides of each piece and grill them in the oven for 10 minutes.

5. Mix the bread with the olive oil and the sumac, which will keep the bread 
crispy.

6. Just before serving, toss all the ingredients with the bread and add vinegar 
and salt.

VA R I AT I O N S

A different Beiruti version leaves out the vinegar, parsley, mint and lettuce, 
compensating with more sumac and purslane; since the latter is often hard to 
find, it can be replaced with lamb’s lettuce.

In the mountains, debs remmane (pomegranate molasses, p. 166) is used 
instead of vinegar.

G O O D  TO  K N O W

Traditionally, the skin of a cucumber is said to aid its digestion. If you like, you 
can peel it anyway, in alternate strips.

You can prepare this salad ahead of time and season at the last minute.

FAT TO U S H

This is the archetypal peasant salad, featuring various garden herbs – purslane, 
mint, parsley and lettuce – as well as radish, tomato and cucumber. It also 
includes leftover bread, which is grilled and then broken up, and this breaking up 
or crumbling, called fatt, gives the dish its name. Some even add fried aubergine. 
As a final touch, it is important to sprinkle over a good few pinches of sumac, 
without which the Lebanese would not recognise the taste or appearance of 
their fattoush.
