Yet, despite all evidence, the bright red thread of misogyny
running through these attacks is barely acknowledged by the
media or even experts — and this failing leaves us powerless to
stop the violence. In Man Up, Cynthia Miller-Idriss, a leading
expert on extremism, addresses this crucial oversight head-on,
revealing how an epidemic of misogyny — both online and off
— and a patriarchal backlash are driving an exponential rise in
mass and far-right violence. She also offers essential strategies
that all of us — including parents, teachers, and counsellors
